3 Published Admission Number (PAN) 
 

The published admission number for entry to the academy in Year 2025/2026 is 30 for 
Reception.  Each subsequent year group (1-6) will admit to a maximum of 15 pupils.  It will 
admit this number of pupils if there are sufficient applications. If fewer than 30 in Reception 
and 15 in each of the years 1 to 6 applications are received, all applicants will be offered a 
place. 

 

4 Oversubscription Criteria (to be used to allocate places to each year 
group when there are more applications than places available) 

 
 

1 Looked after children and previously looked after children, including those children who 

appear (to the admission authority) to have been in state care outside of England and 

ceased to be in state care as a result of being adopted. 

2 Children who are living in the catchment area on the closing date for applications and who 

will, at the time of admission, have a sibling attending the academy 

3 Children who live in the catchment area on the closing date for applications 

4 Children who will have a sibling attending the academy at the point of admission 

5 Children of staff who have been employed at the academy who are recruited to fill a 

demonstrable skill shortage.
